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Introduction

Trinity College Bristol offers a part-time training programme for the Certificate in Theology validated by the University of Bristol. The next course will begin in September and will take place during evenings and weekends at Trinity College Bristol.  This is a two year programme.

Course Overview

Classes will take place on Tuesday evenings once a week and four Saturdays per year. In addition some units (indicated by *) each year will be taught as a single week. Each teaching unit will take place over 8 weeks, with breaks for school half-terms, Christmas and Easter.  These classes will enable the student to complete 120 credits.

It is estimated that the equivalent of a day a week will be needed for reading and assessments in addition to the teaching time. Full descriptions of the aims, learning outcomes and assessment of these units will be made available to the students who enrol on the course. The relevance of the classroom teaching to practical ministry will be emphasised throughout. Students will be helped to reflect theologically and work collaboratively.
